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The people of North Korea - about 22 million - have been suffering from a food and health crisis

since the mid 1990s when natural disasters exacerbated a structural economic decline. North Korea

is a very isolated country. Caritas is one of the few organizations serving the North Korean people.

Political tensions and decrease of donations are among the reasons we, Caritas Coreana, (South

Korea) and Caritas Hong Kong, the liaison agency for our North Korea program request the

Caritas Confederation 

· to continue supporting humanitarian aid for the North Korean people and 

· to work for peace and reconciliation on the divided Korean peninsula.
